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DIOCESAN GENEROSITY WEEK 2023

1. Introduction 

1.1 The third annual Diocesan Generosity Week is scheduled to take place between Sunday 
24th September and Sunday 1st October. As with previous years, although the dates 
coincide with the National Generosity Week, the Diocesan Generosity Week is very much 
“arranged to make it our own.” 

1.2 Generosity Week for 2023 is built on the last two foundational years where we 
encouraged and celebrated all forms of generosity. This year the Generous Giving Team 
is making an intentional shift towards looking more closely at financial generosity and 
equipping parishes to spend some time developing this in their own context. 

1.3 The Team has created a pack which uses the National Generosity Week branding for 2023, 
but is bespoke to the Diocese of Newcastle. The pack, which we have called ‘Pathways to 
Generosity’ will be available digitally but will also be sent out physically to all parishes. 
The Team believes this is important in order to widen readership but also because the 
pack will have a shelf life beyond Generosity Week and will be a tool at hand for all 
parishes at all times. 

1.4 The packs are funded from a grant provided by Benefact Trust to support parishes. 
Benefact Trust is the owner of Ecclesiastical Insurance. 

2. Pathways to Generosity 

2.1 The pack includes the following items (see ANNEX A for the cover of the pack): 

a. Exploring Generosity (see ANNEX B) 

A four-session study group/course that we have devised to help groups explore the 

biblical framework for generosity 

b. Giving Review Guide (see ANNEX C) 

A practical step-by-step guide we have created to help parishes carry out a Giving 

Review. This document contains new up to date findings about the relationship 

between giving and deprivation, research on the culture of Anglican Giving and a 

newly developed Giving Profile Tool which allows parishes to perform their own 

analysis in an easy, straightforward way. (NB: to supplement the guide, we are making 

deanery and diocesan benchmarking information available to all parishes on request).

Packs launched at Deanery Finance Officer meeting 13/07/2023 
Generosity Week webpages go live1 
Packs launched at Diocesan Synod 15/07/2023 

• w/c 17th July  
Packs posted to parishes along with a covering letter and invitation to a series of 
workshops2 we will be running during Generosity Week itself 

Over the following 9 weeks, we hope parishes will run or plan to run the course and 

consider holding a Giving Review either during or shortly after Generosity Week. The 

budget consultation process is also scheduled to begin during this period at the start of 

September.
